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LOVE AND HATE

Let it be understood from the very beginning: God loves every homosexual!
When Jesus said,

For God so loved the worldthat He gave His only begotten
Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish, but
have everlasting life. John 3:16

AThe whatGbddoved was a world filled with every kind of person,
including homosexuals. God sent His only Son, Jesus, into the world to die on
the cross to pay the penalty for everyone’s sins, including the sins of homosexu-
ality. (Yes, homosexuality is a sin. We will look more closely at this a little
later).

If you are a homosexual, you need to know, without a doubt, that God loves
you! He loves you as much as He loves anyone else. He loves you so much that,
if you had been the only person on the earth, God would have sent Jesus to die
just for you.

GOD LOVES THE SINNER
BUT HATES THE SIN

Everyone falls into the category of “sinner.” Everyone! No exceptions!
The Bible teaches this fact very clearly:

Are we [Jews] better than they [Gentiles]? Not at all.

For we have previously charged both Jews and Greeks that

they are all under sin, as it
ri ghteous, Romans3:6-i1 oneéo

For all have sinned and fall short of the kingdom of
God. Romans 3:23

For the wages ®8dmans6i2h i s deat hé

Your sins have made a separation between you and
your God. Isaiah 59:2

These verses were written to everyone. Everyone has sinned. Everyone is
in need of a Savior. That is why Jesus came into the world.

But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that
while we were still sinners, Christ died for us. Romans 5:8
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There are all kinds of sinners:

Liars
Cheaters
Thieves
Murderers
Self-righteous
Adulterers
Prostitutes
Prideful
Hateful
Rebellious
Satan worshippers
Covetous
etc....

The list could go on and on. There are all kinds of sins, and therefore, all
kinds of sinners. And God loves every one of them! You can rightly say that

God so loved the world of sinnersthat He gave
His only begotten Soné

But we must not confuse God’s love for the sinner with God condoning the
sin. He doesn’t. God doesn’t ignore or approve of anyone’s sin. Sin is so
serious that it cost Jesus His life! Jesus had to suffer a cruel, painful death in
order to atone for the consequences of sin. Sin is serious. More about this
later.

GOD IS RIGHT
EVERYONE ELSE IS WRONG

The Bible is a record of God’s revelation of Himself and of His will to the
world of men. God has revealed to the world that He is a God of morality. He
is a God of standards. He is a God Who has established that some things are
right and some things are wrong.

In addition to the Bible, God has revealed His standards to the consciences
of men. Throughout history the vast majority of mankind has agreed with the
Biblical revelation of right and wrong. Of course, there have been significant
numbers of people who have rejected the standards of behavior presented by
the Bible. And, the Bible presents the fact that men can become “seared in
their consciences,” and “hardened” in their hearts toward God and toward His
standards of right and wrong.
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Many people, especially in these modern days, have adopted the attitude and
mind-set that says,

“No one can tell me what to do. I am my own person.
I will decide for myself what is right and what is wrong.
Morality is relative. What is wrong for one person may
be right for someone else.”

That position could be defended if it were not for God. If there were no
God, there would be no such thing as “right” or “wrong.” If there were no
God, anyone’s opinion would be just as good as anyone else’s.

But, if there is a God, it is futile for anyone to insist that His opinions don’t
matter. Of course, anyone can live whatever life-style he chooses. God has
given us the freedom to do that. However, God has said that our actions
will have consequences in our lives and, when life is over, everyone must stand
before Him and be judged.

When life is over and we stand before God to be judged, no opinion will be
considered except His. Then it will be clear to everyone that God is right, and
everyone else is wrong.

A DAY OF JUDGEMENT IS COMING

The Bible is very clear. A day is coming when every person who is not a
Christian will stand before God to be judged. They will all be judged for the
things they have done, the decisions they have made, the motives they had
behind their deeds. Nothing will be kept secret. Everything will be exposed,
brought out into the open, and judged.

Let’s look at a few passages of scripture that speak to this issue:

I call heaven and earth as witnesses today against you, that

I have set before you life and death, blessing and cursing;

therefore choose life, that both you and your descendants

may live; that you may love the Lord your God, that you may

obey His voice, and that you may cling to Him, for He is

For He is coming, for He is coming to judge the earth. He
shall judge the world with righteousness, and the people
with truth. Psalm 96: 13

...God will judge the secrets of men... Romans 2:16
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...it is appointed for men to die once, but after this the judgment.

...for every idle word men may speak, they will give account
of it in the day of judgement.  Matthew 12: 36

For the Son of Man (Jesus) will come in the glory of His
Father with His angels, and then He will reward each according
to hisworks.  Matthew 16:27

Or do you despise the riches of His goodness, forbearance,

and longsuffering, not knowing that the goodness of God leads
you to repentance? But in accordance with your hardness,

and your impenitent heart you are treasuring up for yourself
wrath in the day of wrath and revelation of the righteous
judgment of God, who will render to each one according to his
deeds, eternal life to those who by patient continuance in doing
good seek for glory, honor, and immortality; but to those who
are self-seeking and do not obey the truth, but obey unrighteous-
ness @ indignation and wrath, tribulation and anguish, on every
soul of man who does evil, of the Jew first and also of the Greek;
but glory, honor, and peace to everyone who works what is good,
to the Jew first and also to the Greek. For there is no partiality
with God. Romans 2: 4-11

...when the Lord Jesus is revealed from heaven with His mighty
angels, in flaming fire taking vengeance on those who do not
know God, and on those who do not obey the gospel of our Lord
Jesus Christ.  These shall be punished with everlasting
destruction from the presence of the Lord and from the glory of
His power, when He comes, in that Day, to be glorified in His
sai nt s é Il Thessalonians 1: 7-10

Then | saw a great white throne and Him who sat on it, from
whose face the earth and the heaven fled away. And there was
found no place for them. And I saw the dead, small and great,
standing before God, and books were opened. And another book
was opened, which is the Book of Life. And the dead were judged
according to their works, by the things which were written in the
books. The sea gave up the dead who were in it, and Death and
Hades delivered up the dead who were in them. And they were
judged, each one according to his works. Then Death and Hades
were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death. And
anyone not found written in the Book of Life was cast into the
lake of fire. Revelation 20: 11-15
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The day will come when every man will stand before God to be judged...unless
that man has become a Christian. God’s judgment has already been poured out
on Jesus when He died on the cross. Everyone who has placed his faith in the
atonement of Jesus and has surrendered his heart to Him, will be exempt from
God’s Day of Judgement.

The good news of Jesus Christ is that He has taken our judgement upon Himself.
He has already borne our punishment. The Bible says that Jesus became sin in
order that we might become the righteousness of God. Jesus became our
substitute. He took on Himself our sins, and offers to give to us (as a free gift,
undeserved) His righteousness.

...He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our
iniquities; the chastisement for our peace was upon Him, and by His
stripes we are healed. All we like sheep have gone astray; we have
turned, every one, to his own way; and the Lord (the Father) has laid
on Him (the Son) the iniquity of us all...He was oppressed and He was
afflicted, yet He opened not His mouth; He was led as a lamb to the
slaughter, and as a sheep before its shearers is silent, so he opened not
Hi s mouthé. For the transgressic
poured out His soul unto death, and He was numbered with the
transgressors, and He bore the sin of many, and made intercession for
the transgressors. Isaiah 53: 5-12

For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might
become the righteousness of God in Him.  II Corinthians 5: 21

For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that
whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life. For
God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but that
the world through Him might be saved.

The motive for writing this book is the love of God. God loves you and He
wants you to know the truth and walk in the truth. It would not be love to allow
someone to live in error. Especially when you know that error will have a
destructive end for that person. This book is not being written to condemn you,
nor just to prove you wrong. The purpose for this book is to share with you the
truth of God’s Word, the Bible, so that you can be set free from a harmful,
destructive life-style. You may not yet see that it is destructive, but it is. It is
not destructive because I say it is, but because God says it is. If, in no other
way, it is destructive to your spirit and to your eternal destiny.

You shall therefore keep My
statutes and My judgments, and shall not commit any of these
abominations, either any of your own nation or any stranger who
dwells among you, (for all these abominations the men of the land
have done, who were before you, and thus the land is defiled), lest
the land vomit you out also when you defile it, as it vomited out the
nations that were before you. For whoever commits any of these
abominations, the persons who commit them shall be cut off from
among their people. Therefore you shall keep My ordinances, so
that you do not commit any of these abominable customs which were
committed before you, and that you do not defile yourselves by
them; | am the Lordyour God . 6 0  Leviticus 18: 1-30

These were God’s instructions through Moses to the nation of Israel after
they had been delivered from 400 years of slavery in Egypt. God led the
nation of Israel to possess the land of Canaan. Some people wonder why a
loving God could lead one nation to kill another nation and take over their
land. God tells us why He did this. Because the people in Canaan had be-
come so evil, and continually rejected God’s attempts to get them to repent of
their evil and turn to Him. After hundreds of years of rebellion against Him,
and after many attempts on God’s part to get them to repent, God finally exe-
cuted His wrath against them and removed them from their land and gave it to
the nation of Israel.

What had these people done that was so evil?

7 Incest (of every kind)
1 Adultery

1 Homosexuality

9 Bestiality

God calls these acts “abominable” and “perversion!” And yet, they had
become common practice among these people. You cannot accept something
as “right” just because it is acceptable to a certain group of people. If God
says it is “right,” then it is “right.” If God says it is “wrong,” then it is
“wrong!”
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
