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FOREWORD 

 

It has been our experience that there are many people who want to 

become a real Christian but do not understand what to do. 

 

The Bible teaches that a person is drawn by the Holy Spirit to  

submit his/her life to the lordship of Jesus.  The Holy Spirit can 

convince a person of the truth of the ñgospel messageò based on 

that personôs understanding of the truth.  The greater one under-

stands the true message of Jesus, the greater is the Holy Spiritôs 

ñdrawingò to submit oneôs life to Him. 

 

Most people experience an inner ñstruggleò as they contemplate  

receiving Jesus Christ as their personal Lord and Savior.  That is 

because there is an ñenemy,ò Satan, who does not want to lose his 

ownership of your spirit to Jesus.  Satan is just as real as evil in the 

world. 

 

Please pray and ask God to show you the truth about Jesus. 

 

It is our prayer that you will allow Jesus to come into your ñheartò 

as your Lord and Master.  He will receive you just as you are.  

You do not have to become ñgood enoughò before turning your 

life over to Him. 
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The Bible Teaches That God Is  

Three Persons In One: 

 

 God the Father, 

  God the Son, and 

   God the Holy Spirit. 

 
All three are God, and are One. 

 

Many people believe that Jesus was a ñgood man,ò a moral and  

ethical teacher, even ña prophet of Godò ð but they do not believe  

that Jesus was ñthe Son of Godò or that He was in any sense divine. 

 

C. S. Lewis, a university professor in England (an atheist who  

became a believer) made this observation:  ñJesus did not leave us  

the option of believing that He was good, but not God. He never  

intended to.  Jesus claimed to be God!  If this claim is not true,  

Jesus would be a Liar  ð or something worse ð a Lunatic!ò 

 

If Jesus knew that He was not divine, and yet, taught that He was ð  

He would be one of the greatest liars and imposterôs the world has  

ever known.  He would not be good.  Nor could He be called an  

ethical teacher.  If all that He taught was based on a lie, He would  

be a Liar ! 

 

If Jesus thought He was God, and was not ð  He would be a  

Lunatic !  He would be insane.  If Jesus was deluded as to who He  

was, He could not be called good; nor could He be considered a  

moral teacher; nor could He be a prophet of God. 

 

There are only three options open to us.  Jesus was either : 

 

  a Liar , 

 

   a Lunatic , or 

 

    the Lord  of Heaven and earth. 
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If you maintain that Jesus was a Liar , you must explain how history 

holds Him up to be the greatest moral teacher ever known.  And you 

must explain how millions of people, from all walks of life, throughout 

2000 years, testify that their lives were radically changed for the better, 

when they surrendered their lives to the ñlordshipò of Jesus, the Christ 

(Messiah).  There are literally millions of people whose lives were  

morally bankrupt who became ñholyò when they trusted Jesus to forgive 

them of their sins and to become the ñMasterò of their lives.  If you say 

it is ñmerely psychological,ò then why havenôt the psychologists been 

able to produce similar transformations with their clients? (They have 

failed miserably at the task of changing human behavior.) 

 

If you maintain that Jesus was a Lunatic , you must explain how He 

came to be known as ñthe Prince of Peace.ò  You must explain how  

millions testify that Jesus delivered them from depression, confusion,  

and mental torment, if He, Himself, was mentally deluded. 

 

The fact is, Jesus is Who He claimed to be:  Deity, the Son of God. 

 

 ...Jesus said to him, ñDo you believe in the Son of God?ò 

 He answered and said, ñWho is He, Lord, that I may 

 believe in Him?ò  And Jesus said to him,  ñYou have both seen 

 Him and it is He who is talking with you.ò  John 9:35-37 

 

On the following pages you will find twelve things that Jesus claimed 

about Himself ð claims that could only be true if He were the Son of 

God, divine in nature. 

 

Read and pray.  Ask God to show you if Jesus really did teach that He  

is divine in nature, the Son of God. 

 

Read closely what Jesus claimed about Himself, and decide for  

yourself ð did Jesus claim to be God? 

 

You must decide.  Was Jesus 

 

  a Liar , 

 

   a Lunatic , or 

 

    the Lord  of heaven and earth. 
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Jesus Claimed That He Existed With God the Father  

Before The World Was Created...And Shared The Glory 

Of God the Father...And That He Deserves The Same  

Honor And Glory As God the Father. 

In the beginning was the Word [Jesus], and the Word was with God, and the Word was 

God.  He was in the beginning with God...And the Word became flesh and dwelt among 

us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of  the Father...No one has 

seen God at any time; the only begotten Son , who is in the bosom of the Father, He has 

declared Him.                   John 1: 1,2,14,18 

 

ñFor the Father judges no one, but He has committed all judgment to the Son,  that all  

should honor the Son, just as they honor the Father.  He who does not honor the Son, 

does not honor the Father who sent Him.ò 

John 5: 22,23 

 

Jesus spoke these words, lifted up His eyes to heaven, and said, ñFather, the hour has 

come. Glorify Your Son, that Your Son also may glorify You, as You have given Him 

authority over all flesh, that He should give eternal life to as many as You have given 

Him...And now, O Father, glorify Me together with Yourself, with the glory which I 

had with You before the world was.ò 

John 17: 1,2,5 

 

Jesus is the only founder of a major religion who claimed a  

pre -existence on the same level as God the Father.  If this  

claim is not true, Jesus is either a Liar or a Lunatic.  If it is  

true, He is the Son of God, Lord of Heaven and Earth.  
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Jesus Claimed That He Created The Universe,  

The World, And All That Is In It.  He Also Claimed 

That He Is The Force That Holds The Universe  

Together. 

In the beginning was the Word, [Jesus] and the Word was with God, and the Word 

was God.  He was in the beginning with God.  All things were made through Him; and 

without Him nothing was made that was made...He was in the world, and the world 

was made through Him, and the world did not know Him.     John 1: 1-3, 10 

 

For by Him all things were created that are in  heaven and that are on earth, visible 

and invisible, ... all things were created through Him and for Him.  And He is before 

all things, and in Him all things hold together.          Colossians 1: 16, 17 

 

...yet for us there is one God, the Father, of  whom are all things, and we for Him; and 

one Lord, Jesus Christ, through whom are all things, and through Whom we live.     I 

Corinthians 8:6 

 

God, who at various times and in various ways spoke in time past to the fathers by the 

prophets, has in these last days spoken to us by His Son, whom He has appointed heir 

of all things, through whom also He made the worlds.       Hebrews 1:1,2 

 

 

Jesus was a lunatic having visions of grandeur...or He was  

lying to simple -minded followers...or He has the power of  

Deity.  
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Jesus Claimed That He And God the Father Are One. 

He Claimed To Be Deity ï Equal With God the Father. 

Therefore the Jews sought all the more to kill Him, because He not only broke the  

Sabbath, but also said that God was His Father, making Himself equal with God. 

John 5:18 

 

Jesus said, ñMy sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me. And I give 

them eternal life, and they shall never perish, neither shall anyone snatch them out of My 

hand. My Father, who has given them to Me , is greater than all; and no one is able to 

snatch them out of My Fatherôs hand.  I and My Father are one.  Then the Jews took up 

stones again to stone Him.  Jesus answered them, ñMany good works I have shown you 

from My Father.  For which of those works do you stone Me?ò  The Jews answered Him, 

ñFor a good work we do not stone You, but for blasphemy; and because You, being a 

man, make Yourself out to be God.ò                   John 10: 27-33 

 

ñ...though you do not believe Me, believe the works that I do; that you may know and  

believe that the Father is in Me, and I in Him.ò                  John 10: 38 

 

But at last two false witnesses came forward, and said, ñThis fellow said, óI am able to 

destroy the temple of God and to build it in three days.ôò  And the high priest arose and 

said to Him, ñDo You answer nothing?  What is it these men testify against You?ò  But 

Jesus kept silent.  And the high priest answered and said to Him, ñI put You under oath by 

the living God: Tell us if You are the Christ, the Son of God.ò  Jesus said to him, ñIt is as 

you said.  Nevertheless I say to you, hereafter you will see the Son of Man sitting at the 

right hand of  the Power, and coming on the clouds of heaven.ò  Then the high priest tore 

his clothes, saying, ñHe has spoken blasphemy!  What further need do we have of  

witnesses?  Look, now you have heard His blasphemy!  What do you think?ò    

They answered and said, ñHe is deserving of death!ò             Matthew 26: 60-66 

The Jewish religious leaders understood that Jesus was claiming 

to be God ð that is why they had him crucified.  If Jesus did not 

believe that He was deity, He would have been quick to tell them 

that they had misunderstood Him.  But Jesus did not try to cor-

rect them, because they were right ð He was claiming to be God!  
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Jesus Claimed That He Was Sent Into The World 

By God the Father. 

For I have come down from heaven, 

not to do My own will, but the will of 

Him who sent Me.     John 6: 38 

 

And this is eternal life, that they may 

know You, the only true God, and 

Jesus Christ whom You have sent.  I 

have glorified You on the earth.  I 

have finished the work which You 

have given Me to do.  And now, O 

Father, glorify Me together with  

Yourself, with the glory which I had 

with You before the world was.

For God did not send His Son into the 

world to condemn the world, but that 

the world through Him might be 

saved.       John 3: 17 

Jesus Claimed That He Was The Messiah Promised 

Throughout The Old Testament Scriptures. 

 

(ñChristò is the Greek word that means ñAnointed Oneò - 

it is the same as the Hebrew ñMessiah.ò) 

The woman said to Him, ñI know that Messiah is coming ( Who is called Christ). 

When He comes, He will tell us all things.ò  Jesus said to her, ñI Who speak to you am 

He.ò   John 4: 25,26 

 

Again the high priest asked Him, saying to Him, ñAre you the Christ [Messiah]?, the 

Son of the Blessed One?ò  And Jesus said, ñI am...ò   Mark 14: 61,62 

 

Jesus began asking his disciples, ñ...But who do you say that I am?ò  Simon Peter 

answered and said, ñYou are the Christ [Messiah], the Son of the living God.ò  

 Jesus answered and said to him, ñBlessed are you, Simon Bar-Jonas, for flesh and 

blood has not revealed this to you, but My Father who is in heaven.ò   

Matthew 16: 15-17 

 

Jesus said to them, ñThese are the words which I spoke to you while I was still with 

you, that all things must be fulfilled which were written in the Law of Moses and the
